1. Membership Lists & Dues – Mail your 

membership and check for dues by certified 
mail as members enroll.  DO NOT hold 
them all until October 15th.  Members© 
names must be in the Texas PTA Office 
before the membership cards are valid.  
(Keep a copy of membership list for your 
president, secretary and treasurer) 
 
Dues must be postmarked by October 15th 
to be eligible for membership awards and 
voting representation at state convention.  
However, your membership campaign 
should be ongoing through March 15th.  
 

2. We missed the October 15th deadline – 
Don’t panic.  Please be aware that  your 
PTA will NOT be eligible to vote at state 
convention nor receive any fall membership 
awards. If you miss BOTH the October 15th 
and March 15th  deadline dates, your PTA 
will be considered inactive and lose its tax-
exempt status.  At this time Texas and 
National PTA will not be able to serve you.
